FROM THE RECTOR
21st September - Festival of Matthew, Apostle and Evangelist.

"Matthew is readily described as the Gospel which has the strongest Jewish
flavour. It is related to Judaism in a number of ways. It understands the Christian
faith and life not as a new religion but as a new constituency of Israel, where the
last have become the first: a messianic community which is the true heir to the
Old Testament and which, after the exaltation of Jesus, contains also Gentiles,
the very 'last'. It argues for the right to understand itself as such over against the
synagogue with which it still is in constant discussion.

Matthew does not think in ideas or doctrines. To him the question is: Who will
inherit the Kingdom? The answer is clear: the church, i.e. those who recognise
Jesus as the Messiah".

This rather dry commentary by K.Stendhal is typical of the sort of material one

was faced with while studying for the theology trips in the late 1960s. But it does
add something to a particular contemporary debate.

REMEMBERS 1918-2@18

As everyone is aware, this year marks the Centenary of the end of the First
World War. In addition to the normal Remembrance Day Services, this year on
Sunday 11 November 2018 a chain of beacons will be lit across the U.K. at
19:00 hours to symbolise the light of hope that emerged from the darkness of
war. There will also be other special events organised to mark the Centenary.

Together, the Royal British Legion links in the villages of Ashurst, Blackham
Fordcombe, Penshurst and Speldhurst would like to remember and
commemorate the sacrifice made by so many from our Villages, as well as
celebrate the end of the conflict. An Evening of Remembrance is being planned
on Friday 19 October, to be held in the Memorial Village Hall Fordcombe and
hosted by the Royal British Legion. Tom Tugendhat MP_has kindly agreed to join
the evening and talk on an appropriate military subject, having served on
operations during the Iraqg War and the War in Afghanistan.
